Why?



Highlight the problem 
of single-use plastics 
that are ending up in 
our oceans, beaches, 
roads and waterways;



Put a spotlight on  the 
role of companies and 

corporations in 
perpetuating this crisis 

through their use of 
single use plastics as 

well as zero to low-value 
packaging (e.g. sachets) 

that typically end up 
polluting the 
environment;



Encourage cities to address the problem by adopting a 
Zero Waste approach  through at-source waste 

segregation, composting and recycling schemes.



HOW?



• Waste Audit : We looked at the 
composition and percentages of 
waste materials polluting 
beaches like Freedom Island -

allowing us to identify the most 
problematic materials;

• We then performed a Brand 
Audit of the non-recyclable 
plastic packaging that we found 
in the collected waste, to surface 
and identify the companies with 
the most number of branded 
plastic products polluting 
Freedom Island.
